S1 Tischier said
that she would call me on my pager 1o advisc me whether OPR would need my services tha night.

At about 4:45pm, SI Tischler lefi me a message saying that my services will be needed thar night and 10
contact Inspector Flanagan or Wright for funher information. 1 smived & the OPR Plannation offices 2t
8:30pm. Present at the offices were the mentioned OPR Inspectors inthe DEA-6, additionally, USCS
Inspector Norman Del Toro, who was assisting the DEA Inspeciors withthe CS's interview. Also presest
was SA Leo Figueroa, BCO, who was escorting the CS from Colombia {SA Figucroa was not awarc of
\he purpose of why the CS was brought m be interviewed).
