I agree with what?

Q Insome of your answers, you
have stated, have you not, that one or more
of the reasons Sandy Gonzalez was not
considered for some of these positions after
MNovember of 2003 was because in November of
2003, he said he wanted to go to Washingtan,
correct?

A Well, that's anly a plece of it,

Q Okay. But have you used that
grounds as a reason for not considering Mr.
Gonzalez for some of these SAC openings that
oocurred after Movember, 20037

A See .- gs | sad, from the first
wieek that [ assumed the position of
Admmistrator, [ met with the SACs and tobd
them all that | wanted them to stay in place,
for all the reasons ['ve testified to, it was
irmportant ko this agency to keep them m
thiir current SAC posibions as long as
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possible, absent special needs of this
agency.

Secondly, [ am not sure when
Steve Delgado was appointed to the position
of SAC LA, but to the extent that it was an
appointment that occurred after March 4th,
2004, there would have been another reason
why [ did not consider Sandy for that
position, beyond merely the fact that he said
he wanted to go to D.C. at that time.

And the additional reason was my
utter lack of confidence in him foilowing
March -- on March 4th and theresfter -

Q What would that --

A - when [ learned that he had
sent a letter at the end of February to the
head of ICE in El Paso.

Q Okay. And how did you learn of
that?

A The letter?

Q Yes.
A I believe I was notified about
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the letter by the Deputy Attorney General's
office,

0  And did you get a copy of the
letter when they notified or did they just
tell you about it?

A [ don't recall,

Q Have you ever seen the letter?

A Yes

Q  When is the first time you
remember seeing the letter?

A When s the first ime?

Q Yes.

A I don't recall.

Q And when you said utter loss or
lack of confidence, based on the letter, what
in particular in the letter caused you to
have that utter lack of confidence?

A That letter was inexcusable.
Q Why?
A It was like tossing a hand
grenade into the middle of a firefight.
There was a substantial issue between DEA and
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the Immigration and Customs Enforcement
agency, known as ICE, over ICE's use of an
informant. And the jeopardy that DEA agenis
and others had been placed in as a result of
ICE's handling of an informant that DEA had
previously blackbalked.

Mr. Gonzalez was very well aware
at the time he sent that letter that this was
a very sensitive, very delicate situation
between DEA and ICE. It was such a
significant issue for these two agencies,
that [ went personally to brief the Attormey
General and the Deputy Attorney General over
the issues with ICE, that [ spoke to the U5,
Attormney about my concems about the issues
af (CE's handling of this informant along
with that U.5. Attorney’s AUSA, that [ met
with DEA -- personally met with in El Paso,
the DEA agents, employess and their families,
who had been evacuated from war as Mexico as
@ result of this issue, that we had requested
-- DEA headqguarters had requested an inter-
